IUCN VSG grantsmanship workshop proposal - meeting Abu Dhabi 13.12.04

During the Africa and Middle East Section WDA meeting in December 2004, the members listed above sat briefly to discuss further the potential for holding a grantsmanship workshop under IUCN VSG for colleagues in developing countries needing funding support. This idea was originally tabled by the America section of IUCN VSG (Dave Jessup) as something their section could contribute to.

We will require that participants send a proposal for research or veterinary conservation work that they would like to do and we will send a model application for them to complete. These will become part of the workshop proceedings to bring the issue alive and make it relevant.
